Dear Mr. Scott:

The Healthcare Planning and Certificate of Need Section, Division of Health Service Regulation
(Agency) has conditionally approved the above referenced certificate of need application. The conditional
approval is valid only for the approved capital expenditure shown above. If the capital cost will exceed
the approved capital expenditure amount by more than 115%, the applicant must first obtain a new
certificate of need.

Response to the conditions in Attachment A should be attached to an email addressed to the Project
Analyst and the Co-signer no later than 35 days from the date of the decision. The certificate of need
will not be issued if the response to the conditions in Attachment A has not been received by the Agency.

The timetable for completion of the project is the timetable outlined in the certificate of need application,
unless an adjustment has been made by the Agency because the review period was extended. The
approved timetable for this project is found in Attachment B.

The applicant shall not begin developing this project until after the certificate of need has been issued and
the certificate of need will not be issued until the applicant has documented that all conditions that must
be met prior to issuance of the certificate of need have been met.

This petition must be filed with the Office of Administrative Hearings, 6714 Mail Service Center,
Raleigh, North Carolina 27699-6714 within thirty (30) days of the date of this decision. Effective October
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1, 2009, OAH requires a filing fee with submittal of petitions for contested cases. Please direct all
questions regarding this fee to the OAH Clerk’s Office (919-431-3000).

G.S. 150B-23 provides that a party filing a petition must also serve a copy of the petition on all parties to
the petition. Therefore, if you file a petition for a contested case hearing, you must serve a copy of the
petition on the Department of Health and Human Services by mailing a copy of your petition to:

The certificate of need will not be issued before the completion of thirty-day appeal period which ends on
the date shown above. If a contested case petition is filed with OAH within the thirty-day appeal period,
the certificate will not be issued until the appeal is resolved.

If the decision is appealed, the timetable set forth in this letter will be adjusted accordingly before the
certificate of need is issued. Please contact this office if any clarification of this decision is required.

. Radiation Oncology Centers of the Carolinas, LLC (herein after “the certificate holder”)

shall materially comply with all representations made in the certificate of need
application.

The certificate holder shall replace its existing linear accelerator with a new linear
accelerator.

. Upon project completion, Matthews Radiation Oncology Center will be licensed for no

more than one linear accelerator.

The certificate holder shall not acquire as part of this project any equipment that is not
included in the project’s proposed capital expenditures in Section Q of the application
and that would otherwise require a certificate of need.

Progress Reports:
