The 2016 State Medical Facilities Plan identifies a need for one dental surgical facility to serve Region 4: HSA
I and HSA TI, which includes Alamance, Alexander, Alleghany, Ashe, Avery, Buncombe, Caldwell, Caswell,
Catawba, Cherokee, Clay, Cleveland, Davidson, Davie, Forsyth, Graham, Guilford, Haywood, Henderson,
Jackson, Macon, Madison, McDowell, Mitchell, Polk, Randolph, Rockingham, Rutherford, Stokes, Surry,
Swain, Transylvania, Watauga Wilkes, Yadkin and Yancey counties. The proposals are as follows:

e  Surgical Center for Dental Professionals of Asheville proposes to develop a facility with two operating
rooms and two procedure rooms in Asheville. The project is expected to cost $3.7 million and to be
completed in January 2018.

e Valleygate Dental Surgery Center of the Triad proposes to develop a facility with two operating rooms and
two procedure rooms in Greensboro. The project is expected to cost $3.2 million and to be completed in
February 2018.
