Pursuant to T10 NCAC 3R.0304(a), FirstHealth Moore Regional Hospital (FMRH) intends to replace an
existing CT unit and requests a determination that such replacement falls within the definition of NCGS
131E-184 (a)(7) and the regulations set out in T10.3R.0214, as exempt from review.

Statement of Facts

FMRH proposes to replace an existing GE CT unit that was purchased in 2008. The existing CT unit is
outdated and has limited capabilities in its ability to be upgraded. FMRH has determined that it would be
most effective to replace the existing CT unit with state-of-the-art technology that can be further upgraded
in the future. FMRH proposes to renovate the CT vault September through October and utilize a “loaner”
Philips CT simulator until the replacement CT simulator is delivered in the 1st Quarter 2015.

Exemption from Review

Pursuant to NCGS 131E-184(a)(7) “The department shall exempt from certificate of need review a new
institutional health service if it receives prior written notice from the entity proposing the new institutional
health service, when notice includes an explanation of why the new institutional health service is required,
for any of the following; ... (7) To provide replacement equipment.”’

NCGS 131E-176(22a) defines “replacement equipment’ as equipment that cost less than $2,000,000 and
is purchased for the sole purpose of replacing comparable medical equipment currently in use which will be
sold or otherwise disposed of when replaced.
