Hugh Chatham Memorial Hospital intends to replace an existing 16 slice CT scanner located at the main
campus of HCMH in Elkin, North Carolina. The existing 16 slice scanner is beyond its useful life.
Therefore, HCMH will acquire a Siemens SOMATOM Definition AS eco (AS+ Configuration). See
Attachment A for the Siemens quote and Bayer quote for an injector system, plus any additional quotes
and invoices. The de-installation and removal of the existing equipment is being performed by the
vendor as a trade-in. Also included in the equipment cost, the vendor will provide onsite clinical
training for the equipment. The total capital cost for the proposed replacement project is estimated to be
$1,107,797.62. See Attachment B for details of the capital cost.

The proposed project meets the definition of “replacement equipment” found in G.§. 131E-176(22a) and
10A N.C.A.C 14C.0303 for the following reasons:

1. HCMH will replace the existing 16 slice CT scanner equipment with the proposed equipment that is
functionally similar and will be used for the same diagnostic purposes, although it possesses expanded
capabilities due to technological improvements.

2. The proposed equipment will not be used to provide a new health service.

3. The acquisition of the proposed equipment will not result in more than a 10% increase in patient charges
or per procedure operating expenses within the first 12 months after the replacement equipment is
acquired.

4, HCMH seeks to replace comparable medical equipment currently in use at a project cost of less than $2
million.

5. The existing equipment will be removed from North Carolina.
