RE: Proposed Readoption of Nursing Home Rules — 10A NCAC 13D

The rules are being readopted as a result of the periodic review of the Subchapter 10A NCAC 13D rules,
thereby necessitating rules determined as “Necessary With Substantive Public Interest” be readopted.

The North Carolina Medical Care Commission has submitted form OAH 0300 to the Codifier of Rules,
Office of Administrative Hearings, indicating their intent to readopt rules 10A NCAC 13D .2001, .2210,
.2303, .2402, .2503, and .3201.

In accordance with G.S. 150B-21.3A(d)(2), a fiscal note was prepared for rules with substantive change.
Approval of the fiscal note was obtained from the Office of State Budget and Management on October 26,
2015 in accordance with G.S. 150B-21.4.

The proposed rule text will be published in the December 15, 2015 edition of the N.C. Register which can
be found at the Office of Administrative Hearings web site at http://www.ncoah.com/rules/register.

A public hearing is scheduled for February 2, 2016 at 10:00 a.m. in Room 131, Wright Building, 1201
Umstead Drive, Raleigh, NC 27603. The building is located on the Dorothea Dix Hospital campus. The
Commission is accepting public comments on these rules and fiscal note from December 15, 2015 —
February 15, 2016. Comments will also be accepted in person at the public hearing. The proposed
effective date of these rules is July 1, 2016.
