SECTION .0400 — STAFF QUALIFCATIONS AND STAFFING

10A NCAC 13E .0401 ADMINISTRATOR
(a)_An administrator shall be responsible for the operations of the program offering overnight respite care services.

(b) At all times, there shall be one administrator or supervisor-in-charge who is responsible for assuring that all

required duties are carried out and for assuring that a staff member is present on-site and available to the program

participants.
