(@) Upon employment or living in a family care home, the administrator, all other staff staff, and any live-in
non-residents persons living in the family care home shall be tested for tuberculosis disease in compliance with control
measures adopted by the Commission for Public Health as specified in 10A NCAC 41A 0205 .0205, including
