(a)  The Division shall issue a license if it finds the facility can comply with all requirements described in this 4 

Subchapter and Subchapter 13S of Title 10A of the North Carolina Administrative Code.  5 

(b)  Each license shall be issued only for the premises and persons or organizations named in the application and shall 6 

not be transferable. 7 

(c)  The governing authority shall notify the Division in writing, within 10 working days, of any change in the name 8 

of the facility or change in the name of the administrator. 9 

(d)  The facility shall report to the Division all incidents, within 10 working days, of vandalism to the facility such as 10 

fires, explosions, or other action that prevent a service from providing abortion services. 11
